Historical highlights include: Turtle Mound/Seminole Rest, Eldora House, Gamble Place, Sugar Mill Ruins, Old Fort Park, Sugar Mill Botanical Gardens, Ponce Inlet Lighthouse and Museum. On the southern end of the beach there are no buildings or sea walls to disturb the 57,000 acre Canaveral National Seashore. On the northern end is Smyrna Dunes Park that has a two mile board walk with panoramic views of the Lighthouse. There is also the Indian River Lagoon Estuary. New Smyrna is a quaint and quiet seaside community that has been voted one of the best beaches on the Atlantic Ocean. It is known as an artist community and has over 50 unique boutique and antique shops along the historic Flagger Avenue and Cannel Street.  Excited? Then Register Now!
